PREPARATION

FOR ALL APPLICATIONS: The surface that
CALSEAL is to be applied to should be firm and
free of dust, oil, laitence, mould, algae and fungi.

APPLICATION RATES

SEAL COAT FOR HIGH BUILD COATINGS: Apply
one coat of CALSEAL at 8-10m?/litre.

TWO COAT FINISH FOR CEMENT RENDERS:
Apply one coat of GENPRIME at 8-10mZlitre.
Allow to dry for 2 — 4 hours at 25°C.

Apply two coats of CALSEAL at 8-10m2/litre/coat.
Allow first coat to dry before applying second coat.
A minimum of 4 hours at 25 degrees celcius is
recommended between coats.

SEAL COAT FOR PROUS SUBSTRATES: Dilute
CALSEAL 50% with water, stir well. Apply two
coats at 6-8m2/litre/coat. Allow first coat to dry
before applying second coat. A minimum of 4
hours at 25 degrees celcius is recommended
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CALMARE

between coats. Recommended for internal
limestone walls. For external limestone walls, refer
to CALICONE data sheet.

CLEAN UP
Clean up with water when CALSEAL is wet. If itis a
dry film, use MARCMOVE or toluene.

STORAGE
Store CALSEAL in sealed containers under cover
in a cool area away from foodstuffs.

PACK SIZES
CALSEAL is sold in packs of 20 and 200 litres.
